We are also
working on adding a few new reciprocal
golf arrangements to our fairly extensive
network. Details should be available by

The clubhouse now has an extensive
WiFi network thanks to an arrangement
we have with Shaw. We are now consid-
ered a Shaw Go WiFi hotspot, a part of a
series of internet access points for Shaw
customers throughout the province. They
added 6 new WiFi nodes throughout the
clubhouse that qualified patrons can get
online from virtually any area of the
clubhouse. If you are a Shaw customer
at home or work that means you are
qualified to access this system. If you are
not a Shaw customer, you can still access
WiFi in the clubhouse through the Club’s
system. However, the range of coverage
is more limited. There is no additional
cost or charge to the Club or the users for
this service.

The Membership Committee recently
sent out an update on our recruitment
programs specifically regarding the new
Monday to Friday Senior Membership
and a Trial Membership. To complement
our new member programs, the Club is
offering our members an incentive they
can offer to prospective members in the
form of a Entrance Fee discount certifi-
cate.

Golf Course Superintendent

Well Christmas is coming soon and so is the
rain. In case you were wondering what all
the racket is around #3 tee, our lift pump has
broken down and we have sent it in for
Repairs. In the meantime, we are using our
trash pumps to lower the pond so that the
course drains better. We are still picking up
the leaves that have fallen and finishing up
repairing the turf walled bunker on #3.
Revetted bunkers like the one on three
usually have to be re-done about every 3 to
5 years. In fact the Old course at St.
Andrews along with its 6 other sister
courses have a staff that continually re-build
bunkers and have a 40 acre plot of turf that
they maintain for the occasion. A greenside
bunker like #3 takes 2 people 2 days to re-
build.

We are currently cleaning out the drain line
on # 5 fairway. As you might have noticed,
there was very little drain rock used in the
original construction so the water could only
enter the system through drain caps. We will
in the new year install more drainage on the
course using todays method of bringing rock
and sand to the surface to

allow water to drain better.

We also hope to get some good weather to
allow us to top dress our fairways with sand
over the winter and allow our members to
play a drier golf course.
